4. If the Appliance has been subjected to improper use such as operated on trolley other that the 
one, if any purchased from the Company, use contrary to user manual, misused, abused, not 
cared for, abnormal use, use of sea water, sub-standard detergent, exposure to dampness, 
excessive heat, excessive humidity and other extreme environmental conditions, corrosion, 

accident, damage in transit, alteration, acts of God, spillage of liquid or food particles, faulty 

damage/breakage/non-functioning of appliance due to rodents, rats, cockroaches and ants 
etc.
